Two PGA pros on staff and three teaching professionals instruct over 500 private, junior
camps and clinics each year. Cozy Acres has partnered with King’s Daughters Hospital, Big
Brothers/Big Sisters and Safe Zone for Kids to provide golf clubs to under privileged children and
families, and provide opportunities for juniors and women.

Cozy Acres is open year-round with seasonal hours and is located at 4040 Old State Road 62 in
Madison, Indiana.
